IV.2 Diagnostic Confirmation

Added the following clarification for use of CodgHRositive Histology. Use Code 1 for
specimens taken from the primary or metastatis sgesitive blood count (CBC or peripheral
blood) for leukemia cases, and microscopic exanunaif autopsy specimens.

Added the following clarification for use of CodeRositive Histology Plus. Use Code 3 when
the following three conditions are met: 1) Gen&tgting and/or immunophenotyping are
described in the Hematopoietic Database "Definibva@gnostic Method", and 2) genetic testing
and/or immunophenotyping were done, and 3) gemetiing and/or immunophenotyping were
positive (proved the type of neoplasm being coded).

Added note: Flow cytometry is a test for immunapdtgping and also for genetic testing. Itis
coded for hematopoietic and lymphoid neoplasmsgusia directions above.

V.3.5.8 Bloom-Richardson Grade for Breast Cancer
Added clarification to use Code 4 when the onlginfation is a diagnosis of "high grade ductal
carcinoma of the breast" with no mention of BlooimstRrdson.
